MINSK DECLARATION OF WOMEN LEADERS

The participants of the International Forum of Women Leaders “Equal Opportunities for a Better Future,” held
on 21-22 June 2016 in Minsk, Belarus, jointly:

Emphasizing that empowerment of women and the advancement of their social, economic, and political status
is essential for democratic societies to thrive, and that women’s participation in peace-building process
contributes to a more inclusive security dialogue;

Recalling the obligations from the United Nations (UN) Convention on the Elimination of All Forms of
Discrimination against Women on State Parties “to take all appropriate measures to eliminate discrimination
against women in the political and public life of the country”;

Taking into account the targets set by the UN Sustainable Development Goal Number 5: Achieving gender
equality and empowering all women and girls and Goal 10: Reduced Inequalities by 2030;

Commemorating the 25" anniversary of the Document of the Moscow Meeting of the OSCE, where OSCE
“participating States recognize that full and true equality between men and women is a fundamental aspect
of a just and democratic society based on the rule of law. They recognize that the full development of society
and the welfare of all its members require equal opportunity for full and equal participation of men and
women”;

Taking into account OSCE commitments, including the 2004 OSCE Action Plan for the Promotion of Gender
Equality and the Ministerial Council Decision 7/09 on Women’s Participation in Political and Public Life, and
noting the Recommendation Rec (2003) 3 of the Council of Europe's Committee of Ministers to member states
“On balanced participation of women and men in political and public decision making”;

Welcoming the fruitful cooperation of the OSCE Office for Democratic Institutions and Human Rights (ODIHR),
the Executive Committee of the Commonwealth of Independent States (CIS), Council of Europe (CoE), United
Nations Development Programme (UNDP) in Belarus, United Nations Population Fund (UNFPA) in Belarus,
Belarusian State University, and Raoul Wallenberg Institute of Human Rights and Humanitarian Law, to
organize the Forum;

Acknowledging the challenges that remain to reaching substantive gender equality in political and public life
in the OSCE area;

Recognize the important role played by women leaders, women’s organizations and associations, gender
studies academia, which should be supported in their efforts;

Underline the importance of international organizations and the need to combine their efforts in promoting
gender equality, thus leveraging their synergies;

Recognize the progress made within the OSCE region, where women’s participation in politics and the
representation of women in national parliaments has increased significantly in the last two decades;

And thus, state that there is a clear need to enhance co-operation across the OSCE region, in order to
strengthen efforts towards these goals through sharing experiences, good practices, and peer support for
achieving gender equality and involving men and youth as partners;

Call for Action in order to build regional networks for co-operation in the OSCE area and the CIS region, to
further advance women’s participation in political and public life.
